Hypothetical scenario:4/2/45 ////day of woe////

The allied invasion of Sicily went awry due to leaks in allied headquarters

the invasion boats were torpedoed by sm.79 torpedo bombers like a shooting 

gallery and when the might of 2 Italian battleships appeared all was doomed 

The battleships were destroyed but not after they had wrecked enough havoc on transports

to make those few that made it through nothing but casualties to the coastal 

emplacements and m.g and a.t ditches

Nevertheless the fact that the allies did control all of North Africa made

 the axis go on the defensive.  Another attack through Sicily ,Greece, Puglia, or Calabria was expected.

Greece was the most likely since the soviets were also nearing at an alarming

rate.  These areas were garrisoned heavily especially as Greek partisan activities became

 more organized and frequent.

The axis had been on the rearguard direction from the Bolshevik steamroller for two years

 now but had rallied enough support from Ukranians, Estonians and others when the ss units

 were halted from their atrocities.

The value of these allies was realized and the 

propaganda in these regions did a 180 degree turn around the horror was masked with the threat

 of 

soviet domination should they fall.  Mind you this was only temporary

They did this only to bide time in this 2 front war...nevertheless 

by Jan 1945 the axis was still on the 

retreat.  The soviets linked up with the Bulgarians(who had always had leanings toward the 

Russians for generations)

when a deal was struck with them guaranteeing their sovereignty in turn for their cooperation

on Feb. 23 1945 a huge soviet paratrooper drop was made on all major sites and cities in Bulgaria

 these troops

then linked up with the rest of the soviets plowing through the weak garrisons in southern 

Romania

There was now a race to take Greece between the soviets on the Bulgarian border and an 

Anglo/American allied landing in the south reinforcements were sent by Italy including volunteer

 C.V.N.N. Sloveinian and Croation

units, an attack was expected imminently so the Italians were entrenched and prepared and for 

once well supplied due to only having the Greek front to be concerned about and a shorter line

of supply.

Can the Russians save Greece from falling into the hands of western decadence?

Can the Italians save themselves (and the Greeks eventually) from brutal

 Soviet pillaging, raping, and governing?

This scenario can go either way the Russians have paratroopers already dropped in and 

a port with marines 

they need to use their advantage of hardcore armour to the fullest and punch holes

 through the road the Italians need 

to bottleneck the Russians and use the terrain to their advantage. entrench in cities and

 keep the 

roads under fire

the Russians gain a lot of prestige in the beginning due to the steamroller effect and 

some immediate 

reinforcements (motorized N.K.V.D.  herding motorized conscripts into battle w/ a few is-3s just

 sent by rail)

the Italians gain prestige much more slowly but will start to gain it later on as units from Albania arrive. they receive
